
Warner E. Renaud, 91, of Roches
ter, Min.n., and formerly of Grinnell
died on Wednesday, Jan. 2,2008, at St.
Mary’s Hospital in Rochester.

He saw action in
North A frica and Italy and was
wounded in the Italian campaign. He
spent I I months in military hospitals
before returning to Grinnell.

He married Ruth Frances Mehljn on
Oct. 10, 1946, at the United Methodist
Church in Grinnell. Thecouple oper
atcd a grain and livestock firm near
Grinnell until he retired in 1 984.

He was a member of the United
Methodist Church, the Farm Bureau
and the Chester Royal Grange. He en
joyed fishing and in later years spent
evenings driving country roads near
Rock Creek State Park and the Jacob
Kruinni Nature Preserve, watching the
abundant whitetail deer.

1-le is survived by two sons, Tom
Renaud of Fayette, Mo., and Bill
Renaud ofl-louston, Texas;two daugh
ters, Patty Trnka of Rochester, Minn.,
and Linda Renaud of Huron. S.D.;
