Among the generous hearted, cul-
tured and influential women who have
made Grinnell their home and who
have taken part in all the activities
which women are permitted to enjoy,
none perhaps have gained the love of
the community more than Mrs. Ellen
3ae Carney. Her death which occur-
red either in the late hours Saturday
-night or the early hours Sunday morn-
ing came as a distinct shock to the
community where she has worked for
the hetterment of the town and where
she has lived and loved.

Her son, B. J. Carney and wife and
other friends were with her Saturday
night until 9:30 o’clock. About 9:30
o’clock Sunday morning, Bernard came
with his children to the home to make
a morning call and failing to get ad-
mittance he suspicioned something was
wrong. When he found her body
lying peacefully -in bed, life ex-
tinguished, every symptom showed a
calm and peaceful death as if she had
lain down for her night’'s rest and
had passed away without awakening.
There was no trace of pain or sorrow
on her face, but everything indicated
that she passed away as tranquilly and
peacefully as she had lived.

Ellen Mae Tibbits was born at
Plymouth, Ind., October 11, 1861. Her
father was Captain of a Company in
an Indiana Regiment and lost his life
in the battle of Murfreesboro, Tenn.,
which was fought Dec. 31, 1862, and
January 1 and 2, 1863. He was a
man of character and the Grand Army
Post at Plymouth was named in his
honor the “Miles Tibbits Post.” While
Tllen was still young her mother died
and some time after she came to Des
Moines and lived with her aunt. She
was a strong, reliant young woman,
gained a good education and was em-
ployed as a teacher in the East Des
Moines schools. Here she first met|:

The home was one of the cultured
and comfortable homecs of the eity.|:
