She was born Oct. 7, 1809, at Pompey, Onon-
daga county, N. Y., and was, at the time of her
\leath, in her seventy-fifth year. She became o
Jdeeided Christian at the age of seventeen. and
frown that thme strove to be a winner of souls. In
1857 she was married and soon afrer set sail with
ner husband for southern India. accompanied by
six other missionaries and their wives. Seven
years of labor were given her in that field, when
the failing health of her husband rendered the
return to this country imperative. After several
vears of rest.a life of home missionary service
was entered upon, and its dutics performed with
joving zeal, until the death of her husband in
1850, The following year she removed with her
tamily to this city, where the remainder of her
life has been spent and has spoken for itself.

Mrs. Crane naturally possessed a cheerful dis-
position, warm impulses and ready sympathics.
Always interested 1 the progress of morul re-
forms, she was ever earnest in her work for God
and right. whether in a foreign land or in her na-
five country. 1t is in her home, where she has
lived quietly for the past six years, and to w hose
nmates her companionsiip was very dear, that
she will be sadiy missed ; yet the ehurch alao
suffers a loss in that it loses the prayers of one
who, during the years of her retirement, prayed
much for its wellare. He long illness of six
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months, with all the attendant nervous restloss- |

ness of her disease, paralysis, brought out much
patience in suffering. She often longed to be at
rest, yet, submissive to God's wiil, expressed her-
self as *“willing to live or die.” Five days of
wenrv suffering at the last, and she entered into
rest.
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
