Mr, Field was bora at..Denmark, "
Towa, March 29, 1842, and so at nis:
death, Mar. 14, 1924, he lacked but a°
{ew days of being S2 years of age. X2
entered Denmark Academy and wvas a|
atudent there when the Civil war’
broke out. He was one of a aumber
of young men who marcied ’or'va.rd'
at a meeting held in the Depmark'
‘unapel to inspire enlistments, and}
signed the roster as a soldier for the
‘Ynion. He was a soldier of the First
Iowa, serving thro the term for which%
the regiment was mustered . ;

At the close of this term of service’
e re-entered the academy, but later’
re-enlisted in 'the 45tk Icwa and
served to the end of the war.

He returned 0 Cenmark ancd gradu-
ated from the Academy with the class
of 1867, under the prinecipalship or
Prof. H. K Edson, whom JMr. Fleld

turally Into the profession of teaching.

For a great many years he taught
at Troy Academy and later taught in
the public scheols of - Panora and
Shelby. He had the true teacher’s?
power to kindle intellectual and moral!
fires and his oid students remember
him with gratitude.

In 1892 he came with his family <o |
Grinneil in order that his chjldren’
might have the aducational opportun-i
ities afforded here. He took pride|
in the fact that his four dnughtersl
were graduates of Grinnell College.
