To his army life ha attributed the
beginniug of tha tranhia whinrh hrought
bim to his untimely end. la the early
part of the winter his tinal sickness at-
tacked him, and several times il was
thought the end was near. Rut ha ral.
lied and was able to go out on tha strest
and attend church, the latter of which
was greatly prized by him. He was
thought to be improvicg, but was at-
tacked violently agnin and suddenly

Christian, s member of the Mathadist
Fpiscopal church, snd died, ns he had
lived for & number of years, in the faith
of the Gospel of Jesus Christ.
